Dress Code Information

for site visits in COMT 116 / HDP 135

Dear COMT 116/ HDP 135 students:

As part of the course requirement you will be going to one of six community-based research sites to do your practicum.  Please keep in mind that the culture of the communities that La Clase Mágica works with is often more conservative in dress and behavior.  At some sites, a dress code is mandated, at other sites it is implied.  Because we are working with a younger population and their parents, all adults that go to the community sites and work with children are asked to take into consideration the change in cultural contexts and respect a more conservative dress and behavior code. 

We appreciate it if you wear appropriate clothing for the site you visit.  Use good judgment in avoiding styles that are inappropriate or unacceptable to the general public and to the children.  Follow the site coordinator’s lead as to what is acceptable.

The suggested dress code and behavior codes include the following:

Conservative dress: 
            
No tank tops
            
No exposed midriffs when arms are raise

No "funky" messages on T-shirts:  alcohol, explicit words, women as objects, etc.
No short shorts

No recreational type clothing

No beach-wear

No cocktail or evening-wear or similar apparel which is not comfortable to work  with the children at site.

For your safety don't wear open toe shoes (those going to schools in particular)
No gum
No physical "rough-housing"
