TB Skin Test Information

For COMT 116 / HDP 135

Dear COMT 116 / HDP 135 students: 

As part of the course requirement you will be going to a Community Site, served by La Clase Mágica Program, to do your practicum.  All adults working with children are required to have a recent TB test to participate in community site activities associated with the course. This consists of supplying a copy of documentation certifying that you have been tested for TB within the past two years and that the test indicated a negative, non-reaction. If you have tested positive in the past, then a current chest x-ray and medical documentation can certify that you are currently not TB positive.  On special considerations we may be able to assign you a non-site assignment for you to remain in the course if you are not able to comply with this requirement given religious or medical reasons.  Please see professor immediately if this is the case.

· Please continue in your regular site activities while arranging for your TB test and for providing certification within the next two weeks.

· If you have current certification within the past two years, please provide a copy of this to one of the TAs for the course.

· TB skin tests are available for UCSD students ($7 fee) at the UCSD Student Health Center, located along Library Walk, across from Price Center. These tests are conducted during the Nurses Clinics on a walk-in basis: Mon., Tues., Fri. from 8-11 am and 1- 3:30 pm; and Wed. 9 -11 am and 1 - 3:30 pm. 

· Skin-test reading is available 48 - 72 hours later, during the same Nurses Clinics hours.  Skin-test reading also available on Thursdays.

· If you have had a positive TB test in the past, a free chest x-ray is available to check for TB, at the UCSD Student Health Center.
